Asia Research Centre, Universitas Indonesia
(ARC Ul) is an inter-disciplinary research
centre that aims to strengthen social resilience,
be it global, regional, national, or local, through
comparative analysis developed from
collaborative research excellence

Indonesia is the largest economy in Southeast Asia, the third largest
democracy in the world and is home to the largest population in the
region. However, its potential has not been matched with a robust
tradition of scholarship that is able to compete with that of
neighbouring countries. Indonesia is even considered one of the
countries least effective in explaining itself to the world. Not
surprisingly, it lacks a reputation for producing social science
publications that utilises cutting-edge, comparative approaches.

Asia Research Centre, Universitas Indonesia was established to
address this issue. ARC Ul is a hub between disciplines, faculties and
universities in Asia within the social sciences and humanities. It aims
to become an academically rigorous organisation that nurtures deep
inter-disciplinary research, which can be scaled up across the whole
university and engage in high level international collaborations.
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To become centre for research excellence in Asia
that provides academic contribution through
comparative analysis for the strengthening of local,
national, regional and global social resilience

Never before in modern history have we collectively experienced
a health crisis that reminds us how connected and
interdependent we are, as we did during the COVID-19 pandemic.
For those working in the social sciences and humanities, the
pandemic provided a historic moment during which social and
wealth inequalities could be seen especially blatantly. Frontline
workers—nurses, sanitation and domestic workers, logistics
workers, to name a few—are among those who play the most
crucial roles in maintaining the collective health and safety of
society, but they do so under precarious working arrangements
and are generally outside of the reach of state protection. At the
same time, for those focusing on the Asian region, we witnessed
in unprecedented ways, stronger state control through
surveillance, mobility restrictions, and vaccination roll outs—for
better or worse consequences.

The Asia Research Centre, Universitas Indonesia (ARC Ul) was, in
fact, established with a clear purpose because of the challenges
posed by the pandemic to society. In 2020, then Minister of
Research and Technology, Prof. Bambang P. Brodjonegoro,
alongside then Dean of the Faculty of Social and Political
Sciences, Universitas Indonesia (FISIP Ul), Dr. Arie S. Soesilo and
long time FISIP Ul ally and Director of the Asia Institute, University
of Melbourne, Prof. Vedi Hadiz, agreed that Indonesia was in dire
need of an inter-disciplinary research centre able to think
comparatively and respond to current as well upcoming crises in
ways that are grounded in and informed by rigorous academic
work. A mere six months later, ARC Ul was formed by the
university.



Established in July 2020, ARC Ul carried out in its first year an 11-
country study on the mobilisation of social sciences during the
pandemic in Southeast Asia, supported by the Global
Development Network (GDN) and the International Development
Research Centre (IDRC). Through this collaboration, we were able
to produce a series of responsive research-based popular
articles, reports, and online engagements with regional policy
makers, science communities and university leaders in the
Southeast Asian and Asia Pacific region.

Also in 2021, ARC Ul kicked off its first multi-year study about
Asian state responses to the pandemic (2021 to 2024). It was the
first study in the social sciences and humanities to be funded by
the Indonesian Education Endowment Fund (LPDP) through the
RISPRO mandatory scheme. We took this as a positive sign that,
as long as we have a collective of researchers and a
collaborative regional network, multiple sources of funding could
widen the space for the kind of research that we do. Our
activities also open up opportunities for early-career researchers
to receive the kind of continuing and substantive academic
mentoring absent from academic practice in Indonesia in prior
decades.

The tasks we have chosen are gigantic in comparison to ARC Ul’s
age. But the kinds of social bonds formed in the past year, and
the slow but sure coming together of an academic collective
committed to the needs of those made most vulnerable by this
multi-dimensional crisis we are experiencing together, has been
encouraging. We thank you for the camaraderie and hope that
our academic labouring is, at the very least, meaningful enough
for us to stay in this endeavour together.
